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Arabic Medium Subjects Curriculum in Ta’allum Schools

With pride and honor, our schools are committed to implementing our vision “An excellent
internationally recognised education with Islamic identity”, while also aligning with the requirements
of Qatar’s Vision 2030 in the education sector. Therefore, we offer the Qatari National Curriculum
through the three mandatory subjects: Arabic Language, Islamic Studies, and Qatari History &
Citizenship. Additionally, we offer the British curriculum for Arabic as a first language through Pearson
Edexcel International Examinations and the Cambridge curriculum for Arabic as a Foreign Language.

The Arabic departments work in harmony and consistency with the English departments, and this
dedicated effort has led to our schools earning national school accreditation, moral accreditation for
private schools, and international accreditation from WASC (Western Association of Schools and
Colleges), which specializes in granting international accreditation to schools and universities.

Regarding the Qatari National Curriculum for the three mandatory subjects, it is carefully designed
within a scope and sequence matrix for each subject's learning outcomes. This matrix allows us to
continuously track the progress of our students, within a horizontal and vertical integrative framework
that focuses on mastering reading, writing, and other language skills across the subjects taught in
Arabic.

The Qatari National Curriculum within the context of international private schools includes Arabic
learning resources from Kindergarten to Year 9, Qatari History and Citizenship for Years 1 to 9, and
Islamic Studies for Kindergarten to Year 12.

We are proud of our high-level partnership with the Ministry of Education and Higher Education in
Qatar, within the framework of the updated 2023 policy dedicated to following up on kindergartens
and private schools.

In addition to the three mandatory subjects, Ta’allum schools are proud to allocate an official class
time in the schedule for the Holy Qur’an (recitation, memorisation, and interpretation), as well as
another class for the subject of Makarem to instill values in our students' hearts, aligned with our
learning outcomes across three dimensions (academic, moral, and leadership) for Years 1 to 9. In
addition, efforts are underway to expand the Makarem subject to benefit students in the lower early
childhood stages (Kindergarten and Preparatory) and higher Secondary classes.

We are keen to provide suitable plans to compensate for "learning loss" for students who need
academic support, as well as provide enrichment materials for exceptional and gifted students.

The Arabic learning resources are designed to reflect the fundamental goals of the Qatari National

Problem-solving

Our schools are committed to implementing the "Values Shape My Identity" project issued by the
Ministry of Education and Higher Education, along with our own value matrix, which is based on an
integrated approach that meets the students' needs by merging it with learning content. This is a
crucial requirement in a rapidly changing world full of challenges.

Our students benefit from wide opportunities in the Makarem subject to acquire and deepen
awareness of values, instilling them through dialogue, discussion, and debate to evaluate situations
and behaviors from a value-based perspective supported by arguments and evidence. Within
Makarem projects, students find a strong opportunity for project-based learning, problem-solving
methods, and training on presentation skills and language usage in behavior-based real-life situations.

In all Arabic lessons, students are increasingly able to benefit from technology by using tablets and
interacting with various applications such as: Kahoot, Wordwall, Quizzes, MS Forms, and Al.

Introduction to the Arabic Curriculum for Infants School

The early childhood stage in our schools includes Kindergarten, Preparatory, and Years 1 and 2. During
this stage, our Arabic curriculum offers a wealth of religious knowledge, life experiences, and language
skills, considering the developmental characteristics of children at this stage and the learning
outcomes designated for each year group within the scope and sequence matrix.

We have ambitious plans to help every student achieve the best possible learning outcomes at this
stage, focusing on reading, writing, listening, and speaking in clear and accessible Arabic, as well as
memorising selected Qur’anic verses and authentic Hadiths. We raise expectations regarding
students’ acquisition of reading and writing skills to ensure a balanced academic path in primary
education.

Our students in this stage gradually meet expectations, starting from language sounds and their
corresponding letters, blending syllables to form familiar and unfamiliar words, analysing words into
syllables, and reading words, sentences, and texts appropriate for their age group. We are also keen
to support writing in a way that complements and supports reading, whether through handwriting or
creative writing according to each student's abilities at every stage.

Regarding fluency, we train students from their first reading to comprehend the text and express it
freely or through imitation of specific linguistic patterns in addition to the Talk for Writing program.

Introduction to the Arabic Curriculum for Juniors School

Based on the learning outcomes for Juniors, our schools are focused on building on the
accomplishments of upper childhood students from Year 3 onwards, expanding their training in
reading fluency and beginning silent reading for comprehension. This step is very important for the
shift from “learning to read” to “reading to learn”, starting in Year 4, while preparing students for a
smooth transition to Secondary education. This approach provides our students with more
opportunities to practise intonation and color their reading performance using extended texts for
understanding and enjoyment, rich in linguistic vocabulary. Along with this, there is focused training
on functional writing, such as writing administrative letters, creative writing (stories, articles,
biographies), and procedural texts.
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At this stage, we also focus on expanding our students' higher-order thinking skills, such as
interpretation, analysis, judgment, creative and critical thinking, and problem-solving, utilising lessons
in Qatari history and citizenship and Islamic Studies, which then reach even further in the Secondary
stage.

Introduction to the Arabic Curriculum for Secondary Education

The objectives of the national Arabic curriculum align with the goals of Ta’allum for Secondary schools,
which include:

e Strengthening the national identity of Qatar.

e Promoting a correct understanding of Islam across various fields: the Qur’an, Hadith, creed
(Ageedah), Islamic jurisprudence, Islamic ethics, and Islamic biography and research.

e Enhancing high expectations, a spirit of challenge, and equal opportunities for all students.

e Providing structured and time-specific lessons with a rich bundle of activities and shared
experiences in the curriculum, as promoted and supported by Ta’allum schools.

e Meeting each student's needs through effective teaching and experiential learning, allowing
them to test, enjoy, and succeed in mandatory subjects across a wide range of subjects.

e Considering different student achievement levels and prior learning, acknowledging the need
for progress and continuity of learning experiences for each student.

International Program: (IGCSE and IAL)

Within the international program, Ta’allum schools offer Years 10, 11 and 12 Arabic as a first language
through the IGCSE, AS, and A2 curricula. We take pride in our students' exceptional performance and
the highest grades they have achieved at the national, Middle Eastern, and global levels, which are
the result of significant collaborative efforts by our students, our teachers and a strong partnership
with parents.

The Arabic curriculum in the international program is diverse and includes topics such as youth
matters, education, media, culture, sport and leisure, travel and tourism, business, work and
employment, environment, health and technology. This diversity is crucial in broadening the students’
horizons, enriching their knowledge, vocabulary, and language skills, refining their writing abilities,
and training them in higher-order thinking skills, such as interpretation, analysis, and innovation, along
with developing critical thinking and problem-solving methods.
